CLASS POLICIES AND INFORMATION

Rules & Expectations:

Be considerate

Stay on task

Be prepared

Be on time

CONSEQUENCES: (May occur over a period of more than one day)
First infraction - warning
Second infraction - sent to detention
Third infraction - parent may be contacted
Fourth infraction - sent to administration


In the case of more serious or repeated infractions, students may be sent directly to administration or parents may be contacted without other warnings.

In addition to the above expectations, students are to abstain from eating sunflower seeds in class, and are required to stay at assigned seats except during designated activities.

HALL/LOCKER PASSES:


Each student will be given three passes for each grading period. They are to be used only when needed, including times when the student may feel sick, and need to leave the room. Any passes remaining at the end may be turned in for extra credit. If there is a legitimate medical reason why you may need to leave more often, parents should write a note and the student and I will discuss other options.

LATE WORK:



The student is allowed the number of days that s/he was excused from school, plus one, to make up work with no penalty. Assignments that are not stamped for credit may be turned in with a penalty of 20% off for each day late. (After 5 class days, work may not be turned in for credit.)  Tests may only be made up from excused absences. 


It is the student's responsibility to find out what assignments were missed by looking in the assignment notebook, and to make an appointment with me within the acceptable time limit for oral and test make-ups.

GRADES:


Your grades are based on oral work, listening, quizzes, tests, and homework. Other group work and activities will receive a participation grade which will be recorded on your “pasaporte” (passport). The “pasaporte” must be kept in your notebook. The student is responsible for keeping it secure and preventing loss. “Pasaporte” grades can be made up by coming in and working on a Spanish computer program or with me for 15 minutes per stamp.


Essays and listening comprehension are included on every lesson or chapter test.

HOMEWORK:


Homework is assigned almost daily. When time permits, students may be given the opportunity to begin assignments in class where I can help and check for understanding.

TIMES TO RECEIVE HELP:


I am normally available to help students right after school or by appointment in my office.
