1st Period – Prep

 

2nd Period – US History II 

This class covers the period of United States history from the end of the Civil War to the present. The material from this time period will deal with: 

• Social Developments

• Economic Developments

• Cultural and Intellectual Developments

• Diplomacy and International Relations

 

3rd Period – US Government 

This Government class is an in-depth study of US government and what makes it unique in the world. Students will look at the different institutions of government and study how public policy is developed and implemented. This class will give a foundation in civil rights and individual freedom. 

 

4th Period – SR Prep

Meadows Valley Senior Prep class is designed to help students prepare for college. Students will develop a resume, take the ACT or SAT, and apply for college scholarships. Students are encouraged to visit various college campuses, and will complete their FAFSA and other necessary forms required for entrance into the college of their choice. 

 

5th Period – IDLA

IDLA (Idaho Digital Learning Academy) is a class where students can take classes that are not otherwise offered at Meadows Valley. IDLA offers a wide variety of fully accredited computer classes students can take on- line. 

 

6th Period - 8th Grade Civics and Economics

This Civics course is designed to give students an understanding of principles, procedures, structure, functions, and problems in government. It also provides some historical background, as well as current problems facing our federal, state, and local governments. It is intended to instill in students the qualities of good citizenship that will enable them to put their knowledge into action by participating in a democratic society.

 

7th Period - 7th Grade World Geography

This geography class deals with the study of the world, the Western and Eastern continents, and countries. The students will study the people and climate, geographic areas, to understand meaning of place, location and how people provide for their needs and wants. Each student will choose a country and do an extensive report on it which will be presented to the community later in the year.
